conditions of the licence.

All the licensees are therefore instructed to register
on the BIS portal without fail. In case it is detected after
31 May 2016 that any licensee has not registered on|
the BIS portal, the same shall be deemed to be a wilful
violation of the terms and conditions of the licence and
action, as appropriate, shall be initiated against the
licensees.

The licensees are also cautioned that suppression
of any material fact or wilful submission of wrong
information during the registration process may result
in cancellation of licence or rejection of application,
apart from other actions as per law.
